The Position

· Competence in taking measurements on a spectrophotometer with infrared Fourier transformation (FT-IR), Mid-IR/NIR-IR, additionally equipped with measurement adapters
· Competence in adapting the right conditions according to probe type

· Competence in the interpretation of spectra

· Good IT knowledge 

· Experience in laboratories in compliance with GLP standards and ISO 17025 certification would be an asset

· Competence in chromatography measurements: Liquid Chromatography, Gas Chromatography, and Gas Chromatography connected to Mass Spectrometry (GC-MS) will be an asset
